GM made some design changes on the two camshaft pulleys fitted on the above applications. The first mounting 

includes sintered pulleys with integrated spacers, while the second mounting includes pressed pulleys without 

washers. GM now only offers the latest design.  

 

In compliance with GM design evolution, SKF now offers the two separated washers covering both fittings.

Camshaft pulleys 50 Nm + 60° 

Crankshaft pinion 150 Nm + 45 

Chain guide 8 Nm
